Last Wednesday night C&DCA / Watty Grahams held a Youth Club re-launch night in order to showcase the new equipment which had been bought after receiving £10,000 in funding from the Big Lottery ‘Awards for All’ scheme and also to outline their future initiatives and objectives.  Watty Grahams Chairman Joe McQuillan controlled proceedings and invited each of the guests; Gerry Lynch (Community Development Consultant), Parish Priest Fr. Paddy Doherty, Councillor’s Kathleen Lagan and Sean Kerr, to speak about this new initiative which has been some time in the making but has thankfully now become a reality.  The driving force for this initiative over the past few years, and the face of C&DCA, is Eugene Devlin and major credit goes to him and other members of C&DCA and Watty Grahams who have steered the ship and helped to secure this funding and sourced the equipment provided.
