Our lads were slow out of the blocks however and Magherafelt raced into a 1-03 to 0-01 lead.  That first Glen score came in the 23’rd minute with Dee Maguire gathering the ball and jinking his way through the Magherafelt rearguard and popping over the bar from 25 yards.  The resulting kick out from that score was fielded by Connlan Bradley and he worked with Gribby to get the ball to Seanny McGroggan who fired it over the bar.  With the Watty’s now fully wakened a high ball was floated in around the house by the busy Dee Maguire and full forward Donal Leahy jumped above four or five other men and got his first to the ball and punched to the net for his first goal of the 2012 campaign.  The half time score was Glen 1-02 Magherafelt 1-03.  With Glen only really playing for ten minutes in the first half surely a better second half was in store.
